Writing the biographies of female trade unionists in the 21th century: a digital humanities project (roberta.mira@unibo.it )
The paper presents the online database created to harness  and show personal information, information on work and role in trade unions, short biographies and pictures of female trade unionists born or active in Emilia-Romagna from the late 19th century to the late 20th century. In addition to these data, archival and bibliographical references about each woman are provided. The database aims to be an instrument for the researchers, who can use it as a basis for further research and in-depth analysis (i.e. to write the biographies of the women who appear in the database or for statistical surveys and investigations); and it seeks as well to provide information for Internet users interested in the history of trade unions or  gender history. The database is published in a specific section of the Argentina Bonetti Altobelli Foundation website where users can also find a descriptions and the purposes of the project, articles by the members of the research team, news on the dissemination actions.
