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Italian Communist Party Schools: Writing Practices and Linguistic Analysis
The proposed paper will focus on the issues of linguistic education, teaching of communication techniques and processing of factory newspapers, achieved in the party schools of Italian Communist Party (Pci) from the post-war period to the early ’80s. 
Both during the settling phase of the second post-war period as during the electoral growth of the ’70s, indeed, communist party schools dedicated much attentions to the writing and communication skills, addressing them, especially, to communist working-class militants. Those communist workers, selected to hold functionaries’ and cadres’ roles, expressed with particular strength the call for communication capabilities. 
The proposed paper will examine some communication courses conducted in the communist party schools and will consider some workers’ writings, such as autobiographies, didactic notes, end of course reports, sample articles, creative papers and essays. It will be achieved, therefore, a linguistic analysis on the workers’ writings, comparing them with the aims of Party’s educational policy. It will be highlighted the linguistic and symbolic constraints realized by the party schools, the students’ cultural references, the imagines and representations of their political role.
